    Isaiah 34:1 
    The Report to the World  
    

34:1 Come near, O nations, to hear!  
Pay attention, O people.  
Let the earth and all its fullness;  
the world, and all things coming out from it.

34:2 Because the anger of Yahweh is against all the nations,  
and his rage is against all their armies.

34:6 The sword attributed to Yahweh  
will have been filled with blood.

and a great slaughter in the land of Edom.
