The Calling of the Twelve Apostles

(1) And after having called

His twelve disciples to Himself,

First, Simon the one being called Peter
and Andrew his brother,

(18) And also you will be brought

before governors and kings

on account of Me,

for a testimony to them and to the Gentiles.

(19) But whenever they should deliver you over,
you should not be anxious

how or what you should say,

for it will be given to you in that hour

what you will say.
