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1 ¶ Therefore stand firm in the freedom with 

which Christ made us free and do not be 

entangled again in a yoke of slavery. 

 

2 Look, I, Paul, say to you that if you should be 

circumcised, Christ will profit you nothing. 

 

3 And I testify again to every man being 

circumcised, that he is a debtor to do the whole 

Law, 

 

4 whoever are being justified in Law, you were cut 

off from the Christ, you fell from grace. 

 

5 For we by the Spirit eagerly wait for the hope of 

righteousness from out of faith. 

 

6 For in Jesus Christ, neither circumcision is 

sufficient strength nor uncircumcision, but faith 

energizing through love.

Only not freedom for an occasion for 

the flesh. But through love be serving one another. 

 

14 For all the Law is fulfilled in one statement, in 

the statement: “You will love your neighbor as 

yourself.”  

 

15 But if you are biting and you are devouring one 

another, be noticing that you should not consumed 

by one another. 
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16 Now I say, be walking in the Spirit, and you 

should never fulfill the lust of the flesh. 

 

17 For the flesh is lusting against the Spirit, and 

the Spirit is against the flesh; and these things are 

contrary to one another; in order that not 

whatever things you should will, these things you 

should do. 

 

18 But if you are being led by the Spirit, you are 

not under law. 

 

19 Now the works of the flesh are clearly evident, 

which are: adultery, fornication, uncleanness, 

uncontrolled lust,
