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Luke 19:28-36 
The Preparation for the Entrance into Jerusalem 
 
28)  And after having said these things, He was going on 
before them, ascending up toward Jerusalem. 
 
29)  And it happened as He drew near toward 
Bethphage and Bethany at the Mount being called Of 
Olives, He sent two of His disciples, 
 
30)  having said, "Go into the opposite village in which 
while entering you will find a colt tied, upon which no 
one of men ever yet sat.  After having untied it, bring it. 
 
31)  "And if anyone should ask, ‘Why are you untying 
it?’ this way you will say to him that, 'The Lord has 
need of it.'" 
 
32)  And after having gone, the ones who had been sent 
found it according as He said to them. 
 
33)  And while they were untying the colt, the masters of 
it said to them, "Why are you untying the colt?" 
 
34) And they said, "The Lord has need of it." 
 
35)  And they led it to Jesus.  And after having thrown 
their own garments upon the colt, they mounted Jesus 
upon it. 
 
36)  And while He was going, they were spreading their 
garments in the road. 
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Luke 19:37-40 
The Praise from the People  
 
37)  And while He was drawing near already at the 
descent of the Mount of Olives, all the multitude of the 
disciples began rejoicing, to praise God with a loud 
voice concerning all the works of power which they saw, 
 
38)  saying, "Blessed is the Coming King, in the name of 
the Lord, Peace in Heaven, and glory in the highest!" 
 
39)  And some of the Pharisees from the crowd said to 
Him, "Teacher, rebuke your disciples." 
 
40)  And when He answered He said to them, "I say to 
you that, if these should be silent, the stones will have 
cried out." 
 
 
 
Luke 19:41-44 
The Prophecy Over Jerusalem 
 
41)  And as He drew near, when He saw the city, He 
wept over it,  
 
42)  saying that, "If you knew, even you, even indeed in 
this your day, the things for your peace!  But now it was 
hidden from your eyes. 
 
43)  "Because the days will come upon you, and your 
enemies will throw an embankment around you and 
will surround you and will hem you in from every side, 
 
44)  "and they will level you down to the ground, and 
your children in you, and they will not leave in you 
stone upon stone, on account of which you did not know 
the time of your visitation."
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The Prophecy of the Seventy Sevens 
 
24) Seventy sevens have been determined upon 

your people, and upon your holy city, 
 
to restrain the transgression, 
and to seal up sins, 
and to make atonement for iniquity, 
and to bring in everlasting righteousness, 
and to seal up the vision and prophet, 
and to anoint the Holy of Holies. 

 
25)   Then know and have insight 

that from the going out of a word  
to restore and to build Jerusalem, 
 
until the Messiah, the Ruler,  
shall be seven sevens  
and sixty and two sevens.   
 
And will be built again an open space,  
and a moat, even in distress of times.   

 
26)  And after sixty and two sevens  

the Messiah will be cut off,  
but not for Himself.  
 
And the people of the coming prince  
will destroy the city and the holy place.  
And its end will be with the flood,  
and until the end of war, desolations  
are being determined.  

 
27) And he will make strong 

a covenant with the many for one seven. 
 
And in half of the seven  
he will cause the sacrifice  
and the offering to cease.   
And upon the wing of the altar  
abominations causing desolations,  
even until the end, and that which was determined  
it will be poured upon the one desolating.
